✓✓ 3.0 grade-point average (GPA)

✓✓ English-language proficiency scores of 5.5* on the IELTS, 61 on the TOEFL iBT, 45 on the  
PTE Academic, or 5.0 on the iTEP

FOR GRADUATE STUDENTS – Entry requirements for graduate programs vary by department.

Typical minimum requirements include the following:

✓✓ 3.0 GPA in the applicant’s previous university degree program

✓✓ English-language proficiency scores: 6.0* on the IELTS or 79 on the TOEFL iBT, 58 on the  
PTE Academic
